- Presidency Questionnaire


On 18 December 2006, the Commission presented to the Council the above proposal for a single common market organisation.
On 12 March 2007, the SCA considered a Report from the Working Party on Horizontal Agricultural Questions (Simplification of the CAP) (doc 6887/07) and examined the five issues identified therein namely: the inclusion of fruit and vegetables and wine sectors, the proposed transfer of competences, the omission of the possibility of pigmeat intervention, the level of detail concerning producer organisations for olives and hops, and the organisation of the proposed single management committee.  

The Presidency concluded that three of these issues were of a policy nature which deserved the attention of Council.

In order to structure the debate of Council, the Presidency sets out the questions on which Ministers will be invited to give their views at the meeting on 19-20 March 2007, in Annex.

QUESTIONS FOR THE COUNCIL 

ON THE PROPOSAL FOR A SINGLE COMON MARKET ORGANISATION
1. Fruit and vegetables and wine
a) Can Council confirm that all common market organisations should be integrated into the single common market organisation ?

b) If so, does Council consider that integration of the fruit and vegetables and wine sectors into the single common market organisation (the "single CMO") should be 
· by way of a two step approach as proposed by the Commission (whereby at this stage only the provisions which are not the subject of the reform have been included, and the substance of the sectors under reform will be incorporated into the single CMO after reform), OR 
· only once Council has adopted the decisions on reform ?
2. Competences

The Commission proposes that the Commission should be responsible for certain powers currently held by the Council.
Can delegations agree that the transfer of competence should be assessed on a case by case basis on the premise that the Council establishes the essential elements and scope of the decision to be taken by the Commission, reserving for the Commission those technical details necessary for implementation and management, and the possibility for taking urgent action?
3. Pigmeat intervention

Do delegations agree that the possibility of pigmeat intervention cannot be considered as obsolete and therefore should be maintained at this stage ?
