	The purpose of the initiative is to simplify the procedures relating to intervention buying-in of butter, to abolish the weekly opening and closing of intervention by Member State on the basis of price reporting, to abolish 27 national butter quality grades as eligibility criterion for private storage and replace them by 1 single Community wide standard as well as, at the same time, reducing the number of requirements that have to be respected, and to abolish the private storage of cream and its implementing rules. Technical clarifications and simplification (e.g. concerning the security provisions) are being introduced and the readability of the text will be improved.
Moreover, a reduction of reporting obligations for the Member States is foreseen.
